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Healthy school lunches

THE school holidays are over, and the term is upon us.

Aside from early morning wake-ups, after school activities, helping
with homework, parents also look forward to the school lunches.

CQ Today has approached CQ Nutrition to get their top tips to
assist parents with packing healthy lunches for their children.

For parents making their child’s lunches, dietitian Kristen Nugent
advises that there are two main things to consider.

“We want to include a variety of foods from the five food groups to
ensure we're ticking all the right boxes and giving our kids the
energy and nutrients they need to learn and grow,” she said.

“Planning and preparing ahead will help to ensure we’re getting in
this variety - and avoiding the early-morning panic. To ensure a
healthy lunch box include these four components: the main item
such as a sandwich, sushi, pasta, or a mini quiche.

“Two snacks with at least one being a piece of fruit or vegetables;
the other could be reduced-fat yoghurt, wholemeal fruit muffin, or
air-popped popcorn. Finally, don’t forget a drink - tap water is best.”

To keep food safe at school, choose an insulated lunch box and
consider using ice bricks or a wrapped frozen water bottle.

Kristen recommends that a healthy lunch box should avoid items
high in sugar, fat, and salt.

“Sweet drinks, dried fruit bars, muesli bars, biscuits, chocolate, and
sweet spreads are all high in energy but can lead to weight gain and
oral health problems,” she said. “If cost is an issue, aim for seasonal
fruits and vegetables or visit your local farmer’s market for cheaper

fresh produce. Making your own snack packs and mixes from fresh
ingredients you can buy in bulk is also a great way to try new
combinations while avoiding the ‘single-serve’ prices.”

Understandably, some families may not have time to make
homemade alternatives, so Kristen suggests when purchasing items
look at the ingredients list.

“If sugar, salt or saturated fat is listed in the first three ingredients,
it might not be the healthiest choice,” she said.

“If you are including some packaged foods in your child’s
lunchbox, try looking for the option with the highest Health Star
rating - this is also a great way to get kids involved in making
healthier choices.
